	4.SPEECH FROM MUTARE POLYTECHNIC LIBRARIAN
The Mutare Polytechnic Librarian (Mrs. P.Chibangwa) elaborated on the importance of having a library at any learning Institution. She went on to mention the challenges that face the development and establishment of libraries that include budget constraints and   lack of established librarians in schools. She advised all members about stakeholders that support libraries like the Book Aid International and the Zimbabwe Rural School Library Trust that donate books to learning Institutions. Mrs. Chibangwa also advised schools about the short course/T.A.P (Traditional Apprenticeship Program) of Library and Information science that is offered at Mutare Polytechnic and encouraged school heads to send their librarians for training so that their libraries are operated by trained librarians.

	5.STUDENTS PRESENTATIONS
A total number of seven schools participated during the event. These were Zamba Primary, Sakubva Primary, Baring Primary, Chancellor Primary, Sakubva High, Cross Kopje and Elise Gledhill High. The first School to Present poems and speeches were students from Sakubva Primary .All the Presentations were running under the theme Why I Love my School Library. The girl highlighted about the importance of a library at every school. She said she loved her school library because it helps her when searching for any type information. After that, Zamba Primary student also presented a poem. She pointed out that the library encourages students to reach their full potential as Independent learners. In between the presentations were music interludes from Mutare Polytechnic Music Department. Elise Gledhill student also presented a very good poem. She highlighted that even reading for pleasure makes a big different to children’s educational performance. She further  said  that children who read for enjoyment everyday not only perform better in reading tests than those who do not, but also develop a broader vocabulary, increased general knowledge and a better understanding of other cultures. After the students presentations there was again music Interlude from the Music Department before the guest of honor gave his speech.

	6.GUEST OF HONOR SPEECH
The Guest Of Honor who was the Deputy Provincial Education Director Secondary Mr. Mugano first appreciated and thanked Mutare Polytechnic for organizing such an event since it was an eye opener. He highlighted that he had noted with concern that very few schools have libraries and he underscores the need for every school to have a library.  He encouraged all school heads present to go and initiate this noble idea when they go back to their respective schools. School heads were advised to include library budgets at their schools. He further stressed that a school library facilitates the work of the classroom teacher and ensures each student has equitable access to resources. He emphasize that headmasters should sent their librarians for training at Mutare Polytechnic so that their libraries are operated by professional librarians. Lastly, the Guest of Honor encouraged all schools to include reading time on their time tables and school calendar so that children will have time to read and develop reading skills.

Participants who had received donations from Book Aid International raised the issue of short time frame that is given to collect donated books. Mrs. Chibangwa responded that she was going to try and talk to the people concerning the issue so that they increase the time frame for collection of books. Participants said this was a very good event and should not be the end of it but the beginning of great things for the library profession in the province. Members also suggested that Mutare Polytechnic should facilitate the establishment of an association for school libraries in Manicaland. In response, Mrs. Chibangwa said she was going to engage the Mutare Polytechnic institution as well as other key stakeholders so that their concerns will be looked into.
